Rounds: The total number of rounds will be six (6).

Time Control: Each player will have 45 minutes + 15 seconds increment per move.

Walkover Time (Default Time): A player will be considered forfeited if they fail to arrive within

15 minutes of the round's start. No requests of any kind will be entertained once the default time

has elapsed.

5. Automatic Withdrawal: If a player is absent for any round without prior notice, they will be
automatically withdrawn from the tournament.

15. Chess Clocks:

a) Chess clocks will be provided for the top fifteen tables in each category.
b) Other tables may receive clocks subject to availability.
c) Players are encouraged to bring their own chess clocks, if you have one.
